This is a condition report written when a work is being considered for gift or purchase. In addition to the general requirements listed in He Rauemi Resource Guide 26: Condition Reporting, pages 7-8, an acquisition report should also address:

· longevity and stability

· treatment requirements

· issues of originality – whether it has been retouched, repaired, or rebuilt

· storage and display issues.

Condition

The watercolour has been examined framed.

The work appears to be adhered overall onto a backing. There are slight distortions throughout. Local foxing can be seen on LC and close to the R edge. The foxing is likely to be related to acidic migration from the backing board. The L edge shows signs of mattburn.

The watercolour appears faded and has yellowed slightly overall.

The frame lacks structural stability and should not be re-used unless it is repaired. The Perspex is very scratched and needs to be replaced.

Recommended Treatment

Backing board and associated adhesive should be removed to prevent further acid migration. Wet treatment to stabilize the pH of the paper and to reduce mattburn and foxing.

Hinging and mounting to conservation standards.
